What does the law require in these cases?
Today the Kaldor Centre launches a free training kit for decision-makers and legal practitioners working on international protection claims involving climate change and disasters.
Developed by Professor Jane McAdam and Dr Tamara Wood, the self-guided materials build on the Practical Toolkit – a landmark resource the Kaldor Centre produced with leading global experts and UNHCR. It shows how refugee law and human rights law can provide protection in some situations where climate change and disasters play a role.
Legal clarity can make a life-saving difference.
